She is not currently on any long term 

medications and will have her bloodwork done this 

Saturday.

If someone is interested in 

adopting Joan prior to her dental appointment, we will be 

happy to reimburse her adoption fee of $100 if they 

provide a proof of dental at their own expense with their 

own vet.&nbsp; We are currently accepting applications 

ONLY from people willing to take care of her dental at their 

own veterinarian and please make sure to mention this in 

your email/application.&nbsp; Proof will be required and it 

will be considered a foster-to-adopt until done.
