What kind of home would be best for me? Kimi is seeking a 

home with a quiet family who is home more than they are 

aware.&nbsp; She needs a dog buddy in her home to romp 

and play with and show her the joys of being a Good 

Dog.&nbsp; Kimi is a sweet companion girl who seems to 

gravitate more to women than to men but she has no 

problems with men. She has lived with a more mature 

household and so kids can be too loud, scary and 

boisterous.&nbsp; She has no problem with children (say if 

grandchildren come to visit) but she is not going to 

interact at least at first.&nbsp; She would much rather be 

your calm, even tempered companion that stays by your 

side through a day of calm activities.&nbsp;

What is my personality like? Kimi&nbsp;arrived in rescue 

with her&nbsp;mom when she was 1 day old. She spent 

her&nbsp;first 6 weeks in a foster home with her mom. 

The foster home handled the puppies regularly to insure 

daily socialization considering their poor start.&nbsp; 

stimulation with them. Kimi&nbsp;is a very young pup that 

is still weaning from her&nbsp;mom. She is appropriately 

curious and playful for her&nbsp;age as long as she is in a 

calm environment.&nbsp; She would love a retired couple 

with one or two other dogs to play with.&nbsp;

House trained? Dogs can be house trained if they are in 

the right environment and are allowed to follow a schedule 

as long as a physical reason doesn&#39;t keep them from 

being trained.&nbsp; A dog house trained in my home may 

not be in yours. We will help you teach your new dog this 

necessary skill and based on your schedule.

Please note - we do not ship dogs.&nbsp; If you are 

interested in adopting, please take a look at the distance 

between the foster home location and your location and 

make sure you are willing to make that trip. &nbsp;Most of 

our dogs are at our farm in Pacolet, South Carolina. &nbsp;
