Leela's Schedule:

She gets another walk in the afternoon, has her 

evening meal around 5pm, and then is happy to spend the 

evening relaxing. She typically has another walk between 

6pm-8pm.

She is a little 

uncertain when other dogs are approaching, but she wants 

to follow them as they are walking away and sometimes 

startles when other dogs start barking at her.
