doesn&#39;t go and you must walk him some.&nbsp; He 

is really wonderful with the other dogs and he is good with 

us humans.&nbsp; However, we do feel he may have some 

PTSD (is that possible?) from living in a crate constantly for 

how long???&nbsp; He seems to relish the outdoors and 

not being tethered to anyone.&nbsp; We have approached 

him in the yard to bring him in if a storm is coming or to 

give a pill in cheese to him and he thinks we are going to 

hurt him and he becomes very upset and will try to nip 

us...we are confused, but maybe he just needs more time 

to settle in and adjust to the fact that he won&#39;t be 

treated so cruelly ever again.&nbsp; So for now we do 

have to say an adult only home would be best going 

forward.&nbsp; We are so very happy to have him here 

and are sure that we will find a new and appropriate home 

for this adorable little guy.&nbsp; One more thing, his eyes 

seem a bit &quot;off&quot; sometimes and we sure hope 

he was not also physically abused.&nbsp;
