Medical Note: A littermate of this dog tested positive and 

was treated for demodectic mange while in the SOS 

program. This dog has also been preventatively treated 

and currently shows no symptoms of demodectic mange. 

Please note that demodex can have a hereditary 

component and/or flare up in any dog in times of stress 

(e.g., transport, transition to a new home, change in food, 

etc.). As such, the adopter is advised to discuss this 

condition and best next steps with their veterinarian. SOS 

recommends that dogs with a personal or family history of 

demodectic mange be kept on regular NexGard or 

Bravecto for flea/tick prevention for at least 3 months after 

adoption or until 18 months of age. Please see here for 

more information on demodectic mange: http://

www.vcahospitals.com/main/pet-health-information/article/

animal-health/mange-demodectic-in-dogs/741.
