9/5:&nbsp; Asher is heartworm negative and his chest x-

rays look good despite the heart murmur.&nbsp; We are 

waiting on his bloodwork results and if they are good, we 

will get him scheduled for tumor removal and dental 

surgery.&nbsp; He did start on Enalapril for his heart and 

has been on antibiotics for the swollen spots on his 

legs.&nbsp; X-rays and testing did not show any signs of 

bone cancer, thank goodness.&nbsp; His leg is looking 

better and he is getting around better on it.&nbsp; He is 

incredibly sweet and is doing great with 

everyone.&nbsp;&nbsp;An owner did come forward for him 

but after a family discussion, they decided it was best for 

him to stay with the rescue so he can get all of the medical 

care that he needs.&nbsp; We know that was a difficult 

decision for them and we are thankful that they put his 

needs first and that they have entrusted us with his 

care.&nbsp; We also found out that his real name is Buster 

so that is what we are actually calling him :)9/10:&nbsp; 

Asher will be having an ultrasound tomorrow to check his 

heart for surgery and if all is good he will get his tumor and 

bumps removed and get some much needed dental work 

done early next week.&nbsp; Asher will be in need of a 

foster home and will likely be ready to travel as soon as 

the weekend of 9/26.10/2 UPDATE:&nbsp; Asher was 

cleared for surgery and came through it beautifully!&nbsp; 

He did great and the best news....his two tumors were 

benign!!&nbsp; His leg is all healed up and he is getting 

around perfectly.&nbsp; He still has a spot of skin healing 

on his chest but with medication and therapy it is looking
