Date into Rescue: 04/27/2021

Reason for being in rescue: Cream Soda was born into 

rescue. His mama Patsy arrived in rescue pregnant.

Foster location: Foster Home in Union, SC

Special Needs? Cream Soda is a young dog. He is up to 

date on all vaccines for his age. Due to his size and age, he 

will not be neutered prior to adoption.&nbsp;Adopting 

Cream Soda&nbsp;will require you to sign a contract 

committed to neutering&nbsp;him&nbsp;at your cost 

within 6 months. Cream Soda&nbsp;is a very small puppy. 

He will not be adopted to a home with dogs over 35 

pounds. He will not be adopted to homes with children 

under 10. This is for his safety.&nbsp;

Weight: 1 lb and growing. Cream Soda&#39;s mom weighs 

8.5 pounds. We expect he will be somewhere in this range.

What kind of home would be best for me? Thank you for 

carefully considering the addition of a puppy to your 

family. Puppies can be a joyous experience, but they can 

also be a tremendous amount of work. Since our goal is to 

place each of our dogs in forever homes, we are especially 

cautious with puppies. We like to stress 3 major things 

when considering a puppy vs. an adult dog: 1) many adult 

dogs are well bred, well trained dogs who find themselves 

in rescue through no fault of their own, 2) adult dogs are 

eager to share their love and bond with their new family, 

and 3) puppies will always require far more time, energy, 

and training than an adult dog. Our ideal puppy adopters 

are -experienced dog owners with a solid record of 

excellent vet care of their previous pets, scheduled away 

from home for no more than 4 hours per day OR have 

another canine companion already in the home, stay at 

home type of people (work at home, home schoolers, 

retired, etc).

Cream Soda is a very small puppy. He will not be adopted 

to a home with dogs over 35 pounds. He will not be 

adopted to homes with children under 10. This is for his 

safety.&nbsp;

What is my personality like? Cream Soda is a young, small 

puppy. He was born into rescue to mom Patsy (a chihuahua-

dachshund mix). Cream Soda is the smallest of his litter. 

He was bottle fed for the first few weeks of his life to 

ensure he got enough calories and to allow his tiny body to 

develop.&nbsp;

Cream Soda is going to be a small dog. Though we 

don&#39;t know who dad is, we know that mom is 8.5 

pounds and her babies are tracking about the same. This is 

not a dog that you can leave outside. Cream Soda is a 

baby. His new home will appreciate this and be willing to 

teach him everything. This will include potty training, 

walking on a leash, playing with toys, etc. Cream Soda 

really just wants to be held and cuddled at this point in his 

development.

House trained? Dogs can be house trained if they are in 

the right environment and are allowed to follow a schedule 

as long as a physical reason doesn&#39;t keep them from 

being trained.&nbsp; A dog house trained in my home may 

not be in yours. We will help you teach your new dog this 

necessary skill and based on your schedule.

Please note - we do not ship dogs.&nbsp; If you are 

interested in adopting, please take a look at the distance 

between the foster home location and your location and 

make sure you are willing to make that trip. &nbsp;Most of 

our dogs are at our farm in Pacolet, South Carolina. &nbsp;

Please note that when screening applications, we look at 

the entire home and then make suggestions based on 

what would be a good fit for your home.&nbsp;&nbsp; You 

are not being screened for a specific dog although we are 

looking to see what type of dog interests you - poodles or 

non poodles, color, age, etc.&nbsp; Others here may be a 

better fit for you.&nbsp; It is very difficult to get to know a 

living animal from a picture and a short description. 

&nbsp;Since we are constantly getting in new dogs, this 

may be a&nbsp; dog not in our listings yet.&nbsp; We want 

you to be very happy with your new companion and will 

make suggestions based on what you tell us about you.
