We are overrun with MANY wonderful male Great 

Pyrenees! The shelters are packed with dogs that people 

are returning since going on vacation post-COVID! For any 

new applications received from May 15 to July 15, adoption 

fee is ONLY $250 (includes neuter, distemper /parvo shot, 

rabies shot, heartworm testing, heartworm and flea 

prevention and USDA health certificate to travel.) These 

wonderful dogs desperately need YOU to give them a great 

home!! (Transportation fee of $225 is paid separately to 

independent transporter).

&ldquo;The dog with a heart.&rdquo; Flynn is a rescue 

from a shelter in Texas, so little is known on his 

background. He was so happy to be rescued, that he gave 

kisses the whole way home. He is not a fan of getting in 

the car, but once in the car, he loves the ride.

Flynn is a snuggle bug. He loves to snuggle and be loved 

on. When we first brought Flynn home, he had barbed wire 

all in his back legs, Flynn laid patiently while I cut it out 

and then ran through the yard like he had finally been 

freed. Most dogs would not sit still that long, but Flynn has 

a grateful heart. He just asked for treats and gives kisses 

in return.

Flynn loves people and dogs, and chickens, but thinks the 

cats are something to chase. He would do best in a house 

without cats at this moment.
