Special Needs? Toad is neutered, up to date on all 
vaccines, and heartworm negative. Toad had a major 

dental on 9/1/20. He lost 3 teeth to routine extractions and 
had oral surgery to help with 2 other teeth. On 9/8/20 Toad 
had a second dental surgery to repair an oronasal fistula. A 

lower molar was removed that was interfering with his 
previous dental work. Toad has a 3/6 heart murmor. He is 
also vision impaired. Toad is a senior boy with senior boy 

challenges. on 5/25/21 he was diagnosed with chronic 
bronchitis which results in coughing. He has been on 

Clindmycin and is responding well. His blood and chemistry 
test on 5/25/21 shows significant improvement in his 

overall health. Toad does eat a special diet of W/D kibble 
mixed with A/D canned food. Toad does have a mass in his 
abdomen that our vet believes is his gallbladder. We know 

he has some challenges with his gallbladder emptying. 
Surgery was not recommended and Toad was cleared by 

our veterinarian for adoption on 6/23/21.
