His foster mom 

has been using a baby gate to try to contain him, but he 

will push through the baby gate to get to his human if they 

are still in the home. She has not yet tried the crate, but 

it&rsquo;s a tool that could be helpful. Harry sleeps with 

his foster parents and their pack in bed at night and is a 

big snuggler who likes to burrow under the covers. He has 

no issues sharing space, and takes treats gently too.

Johanna describes Harry as having a moderate energy 

level and good social skills.&nbsp;He will run with the 

other dogs, and likes to explore in the woods and chase 

small critters. He&nbsp;has excellent leash skills and is not 

a strong puller or reactive around other dogs, and rides 

well in the car too. He has done well meeting the teens 

who come to the home,&nbsp;as well as friends and family 

who visit. He may jump up on visitors in excitement, so 

Johanna is correcting him and using a spray bottle to 

reinforce, but he really likes people.
