\n\nAll known details about our animals are posted on their 

profile and updated daily. Other info would be discussed in 

detail with the foster during the application review 

process. Due to the number of introductions/questions 

received (hundreds daily) we ask you submit an 

application on our website (that application can be used 

for any dog with Take Paws Rescue). The adoption fee for 

puppies covers initial deworming, puppy vaccinations, 

microchip, and spay/neuter at the rescues approved vet at 

6 months of age.
