While you foster, we pay all expenses from vetting to 

food, and we provide a crate, leash, collars, and toys. Your 

family provides love and a safe place to lay her head until 

she finds her forever home. \n\nOur standard adoption fee 

is $375 cash or check and $385 credit card ($10 

processing fee). .  It includes spay/neuter when age 

appropriate at our participating vets, age appropriate core 

vaccinations, fecal testing, deworming, flea and tick 

preventative,1st vet visit at one of our participating vets, 

and micro-chipping. \n\n\nWe must have an application, 

conduct a phone interview, and meet your entire family to 

approve an adoption. Please email 

adopt@safehavendogsIL.org for an application or 

additional details.\n\nPlease note that the breeds and sizes 

posted in this biography are educated best guesses and 

are not guaranteed.
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
