She can be protective of food and toys around her 

siblings.   She is very cuddly and loving with her foster 

mom, but she is scared of men. Pumpkin will hide when 

people first meet her and she needs time to warm up. 

She is 

always next to her foster mom.  Pumpkin needs an all 

female home.  She does not like most men.  \n\nPumpkin is 

protective with food, toys, and sometimes if another dog is 

by her human.
