Rescue dogs receive basic vaccinations (distemper/parvo, 

bordetella, & rabies), spay/ neuter, and microchip prior to 

adoption. We also treat any know medical issues, including 

heartworms.\n\nOur dogs live in foster homes while they 

wait patiently for their forever families to find them. This is 

beneficial in that they learn house manners, crate training, 

housebreaking, etc while they wait and we are also able to 

get a very realistic picture of their energy level, 

temperament, etc so that we can place them in a home 

that is the best fit.\n\nOur adoption fees are $200 for dogs 

over 1 year of age and $250 for dogs under 1 year of age.
