Unfortunately, she was fed hot dogs and chicken for the 

majority of her life. She is a tad bit overweight and has a 

history of kidney stones. Due to this, the vet started her on 

urinary prescription dog food. Her foster mom is working 

diligently on getting her adjusted to not eating human 

food. Cocoa also has a history of luxating patella, which is 

common to the Yorkie breed.\n\nGoing for walks has been 

a new experience for Cocoa - she absolutely loves being 

outside!!

She 

does best with calm dogs. She does not really play with 

toys or other dogs, but she coexists happily.
