Lovingly surrendered by owners who could no longer care 

for him\nFoster location: In foster in New York\nSpecial 

Needs? Bruno is neutered, up to date on vaccines, and 

heartworm negative. On 6/30/21, Bruno had a dental 

polishing and had his rear dew claws removed (one single, 

one double). Bruno has weakness in his rear. This started 

due to unknown causes at a board and train facility. Some 

days he is very slow to get up. Radiographs have been 

conducted and on 6/30/21 he was given a Rimadyl 

injection and responded well to that. He is no longer on 

Rimadyl. He does not seem to stand/stack correctly but 

does not seem to be overly bothered by this. Our best 

suggestion is he will never be a running or hiking partner 

but he could be a walking companion. Bruno is epileptic 

and takes daily medications to keep his seizures under 

control. As of May 2022 he has not had a seizure in several 

months.\nWeight: 73 lbs\nHeight: 24 in\nSpayed/Neutered: 

Yes\n\nWhat 

kind of home would be best for me? Bruno has lived a lot 

of life in his 2.5 short years. Hes had a lot of change and 

really just needs stability. First, Bruno needs an 

experienced owner that will offer him routine, patience, 

and love. He needs lots and lots of physical exercise. Hed 

love another large dog in the home for play, but it isnt 

required. Bruno can be reactive about a crate. Hes better 

suited for a home where someone is home during the day. 

He requires daily medication for his seizures. Bruno has 

never lived with cats.\n\nWhat is my personality like? 

Bruno is what you would call a "crockpot dog". He is slow 

to warm up - he takes his sweet time to adjust to an 

environment and the new people around him. Once he is 

comfortable, you will see a young rambunctious puppy! 

Bruno loves to romp and jump around in the field, he is 

uncoordinated with his long legs!\n\nBruno loves to play 

with the water hose, but hasnt yet engaged in the kiddie 

pool! He grew up in a home with another dog and attended 

doggie daycare in his previous home. Hes done well with 

the other dogs hes met at the rescue and plays 

appropriately.\n\nBruno is a big love able oaf who is 

looking for a home where his people are home more often 

than not. Bruno will need a low stress, low traffic home. He 

will need a fenced in yard and will take time adjusting to 

life in a new home. He will need a home that is very 

understanding that once he has learned to trust them he 

will give them his whole heart. He takes his sweet time 

when adjusting to new things and requires another large 

calm dog as a companion.\n\nBruno does like to play but 

he is very uncoordinated with his long legs. Bruno is a 

gentle giant and it is best he does not live with small dogs 

he is simply just to clumsy. It is highly recommend he have 

a xxl crate in the home to help him adjust and to have a 

safe place to retreat to when he is feeling overwhelmed.

\n\nBruno is very food motivated and this will be the key to 

earning his trust.\n\nHow do I act when I first meet new 

people? Timid, but is highly food motivated so bring treats 

and hell warm up quickly\n\nOther tips and tidbits: Brunos 

birthday is 12/1/2018\n\nHouse trained? Dogs can be 

house trained if they are in the right environment and are 

allowed to follow a schedule as long as a physical reason 

doesnt keep them from being trained. A dog house trained 

in my home may not be in yours. We will help you teach 

your new dog this necessary skill and based on your 

schedule.\n\nPlease note - we do not ship dogs. If you are 

interested in adopting, please take a look at the distance 

between the foster home location and your location and 

make sure you are willing to make that trip. Most of our 

dogs are at our farm in Pacolet, South Carolina.\n\nTo 

apply, please visit our webpage at 

www.carolinapoodlerescue.org and visit the tab on the left 

that directions you to the online application.\n\nPlease 

note that when screening applications, we look at the 

entire home and then make suggestions based on what 

would be a good fit for your home. You are not being 

screened for a specific dog although we are looking to see 

what type of dog interests you - poodles or non poodles, 

color, age, etc. Others here may be a better fit for you. It is 

very difficult to get to know a living animal from a picture 

and a short description. Since we are constantly getting in 

new dogs, this may be a dog not in our listings yet. We 

want you to be very happy with your new companion and 

will make suggestions based on what you tell us about you.
