This will 

be conducted by a ADAC team member and can include 

the foster of the dog as well.\n\n3.) Home check\nA 

member of the ADAC team will visit you in your home or 

virtually to ensure it is the best fit for the dog you are 

interested in adopting.\n\n4.) Meet n greet\nA member of 

the ADAC team will organize with you and with your 

prospective pup and the foster home, a virtual meet n 

greet This video call is for you to meet the pet and for us 

to make a visual check of your home and meet all your 

members of your family. Sometimes we also send a 

volunteer to do a home check in person.\n\n5.) Trial 

adoption period\nIf, after the meet n greet, the potential 

adopter and the ADAC team member agree this is a good 

fit, we will send you an adoption contract. Each dog will 

have different needs and different trial timelines. During 

this phase communication with the ADAC team is 

imperative. You will be given thorough instructions on how 

to decompress and integrate this particular dog to your 

home. If you follow all instructions and communicate any 

issues to the ADAC team and it does not work out your 

adoption fee will be refunded, minus any non refundable 

transport fees (if applicable) and the dog will be returned
