The owner wrote that he does 

well with small dogs but that he is defensive and fearful 

with other large dogs. They said that he is very loving and 

very smart. With a careful introduction and training, he has 

the potential to do well with cats. He is also doing better at 

the shelter self-esteem and comfort wise. He seems to be 

doing really well. He can still be jumpy when he is excited 

and nervous when first meeting new people, but he is 

doing relatively well. A child meeting can be conducted for 

younger children.
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
